	In the new year it is proposed to establish a group of students from the two initial schools involved in BSF, to form a ‘Research Team’. Students in this team will become ‘experts’ in different ways of learning and learning environments.
They will meet in various venues, some classed as ‘educational’ such as the E-Learning Centres, and others classed as Leisure or Business, e.g Broadway Cinema or Capital One office space.  They will use and adapt these spaces to do their research  - and will reflect on how these spaces might provide alternative models of learning spaces for schools,.

They will research issues such as:

· integration of community

· timetabling personalised and project learning
· Key stage bases/vertical groupings

· Teachers move / students move

· Schools within schools

· How do we learn best?  What impact should this have on redesigning the typical classroom space?
· How have these issues been addressed nationally and internationally
	Potentially, the course could include lots of  opportunities for the students to work on change projects in their schools:

· organising questionnaires/assemblies/form time with their peers,  getting their views on different aspects of the way learning is organised in the school.

· Planning and delivering lessons for Y7 students, or younger children in the feeder schools (using their new knowledge/ awareness of learning  styles, how people learn best, etc,.)

· Engaging in planned Teacher Observations, giving structured feedback.

· Working in an official role with SMT to develop any changes to timetable/ curriculum/ organisation/ethos, etc.
From this research the students will develop a presentation on learning and learning environments to take to the next phase of schools in the BSF programme.

They can also become student advocates when the Design Teams from potential Partners come into the schools to consult next Autumn.
It is intended that the programme will be accredited and lead to an appropriate qualification
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
