PREPARATION FOR THE joinedupdesignforschools WORKSHOP

Welcome to the joinedupdesignforschools student workshop. To get the most from this opportunity, we recommend that you take some time to think about and prepare for the workshop.

Each school will be attending one workshop, where you will work alongside students from another school. There are places for 10 students from each school, and we would suggest that for secondary schools you allocate these places to two students from each year with an equal mix of boys and girls. For primary schools we would suggest pupils from years 5 or 6. Students chosen should have an interest in being involved in the design of their school, and in a position to continue involvement after this workshop. We will be offering a continuation of this programme in the spring term, possibly for year 9/10 students as a curriculum project, and if possible at least 2 of the students attending the workshop should be a part of the group who will undertake this project.  
At the workshop, the students will work alongside 2 architects to focus on the design of one area of your school. You will need to choose this area before attending the workshop to give students the opportunity to think about the issues, consult with other students and carry out any relevant research. Possible issues could include any from the list below – or you may have other issues that are important to you and your school:

· Colour (focussed on a particular area of the school)

· Dining halls/ canteens

· Learning spaces

· Reception areas

· Inside social spaces

· Outside social spaces

· Personal storage

· Toilets

· Corridors/ circulation

· Signage 

We want each group of students to focus on a different issue – so you will need to discuss and agree this with Martin Rinvolucri – the sooner you do this, the more likely you are to be given your first choice.
You will have been allocated either a morning or afternoon workshop: the programmes and times for the workshops are set out below. Please make sure that you arrive promptly, bringing with you any materials you have prepared. Light refreshments will be available, but no lunch will be provided. Each group of students must be accompanied by a teacher who will retain responsibility for the students throughout.

The exhibition is in the gallery on the top floor of the Waterstones bookshop on Bridlesmith Gate, and the workshop will be in the activity space next to the exhibition.
