	As a first step in consulting with students, and in order to make sure that all students had a chance to have an input early in the process, the school programmed a tutor group consultation session. This session involved all the students, working in their tutor groups with their tutors, and reviewing what they like and dislike about the school and its buildings, and their aspirations for how things might be.
We produced an outline of how this session might be structured, and the school adapted and developed this to suit their particular needs.


	The tutor group consultation produced many of the usual issues raised by student consultation: toilets, pupil storage, social areas, computers, dining areas etc.

Interestingly, there were also responses to learning and the curriculum, including requests for:

· More cross curriculum working

· Greater variety of courses

· Longer lessons with less subjects in a day

· 2 week timetable – more variety
